» Gorgeous Flowers, Open Bar, Live Band, Amazing
Ceremony Space, Lots of Guests, Flawless Photos, An
Amazing Dress

» Compromise... create a final Top 3

» Plays a important role in your budget



3. Wedding Mission Statement

Each Key Player asks themselves...
» What do you want to experience on wedding day?

* What do you want guests to experience?

Answer: Five Words

* Fun, Elegant, Rustic, Modern, Comfortable, Vintage,
Glamour, Warm, Garden Escape, Urban, Whimsical,
Relaxing, Beachy, etc...

» Remember... compromise to find your final 5 words.
